The Scenario has been set below as a continuation of the first assignment, 
this document was completed back in 2007.  The previous assignment was dealing more 
with the hardware issues, this assignment is fundermentally about the software and how to 
make images and posters.

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Task 1 
 
Introduction 
ñRefreshò is a small group of locally family run chain of off-licences. This is a report 
into the clientôs needs and the target market of three items that I have to design for 
the company, a logo, a map, and a poster with images to use.  I have to take in 
consideration the constraint such as house style, image size, intended use, file size, 
production costs, timescale, and output media. 
 
Findings  
 
I) Logo 
 
The Companyôs logo has a number of different intended uses, from being placed on 
the outside of the shop, to being placed in letter headers, posters, and leaflets, and 
maybe in other circumstances in the future. 
 
The ñRefreshò logo file size is going to be small, even smaller than a Jpeg this is 
because itôs saved as a vector image. Vector images are smaller in size than Jpegs 
because rather than being made up of pixels they are made using mathematical 
coordinates.  
 
ñRefreshò will want to keep the colour scheme similar on the leaflets, website, poster, 
and the logo otherwise the house style will not be defined and become 
unrecognisable. The client wants the local community to be able to instantly 
recognise the company, from leaflets, posters, and the logo, to make this a success 
the house style has to be strong. 
 
The logo relative to the other two items that I have to design is the most important as 
to keep the house style; Iôve included the logo on both the poster and the map.  
 
II) Poster  
 
The ñRefreshò poster is going to have to contain a number of images; different items 
on offer with the company logo, the size of the images will be restricted to the A3 
page. The companyôs house style should be portrayed through the logo, poster and 
map. The posters are going to be used as a point of sale tool which will help promote 
products that the ñRefreshò company wish to sell on offer, at all the different shop 
locations. 
 
Previously I recommend purchasing a high quality A3 inkjet colour printer, this will 
allow the company to print high quality images. The leaflet will be printed at an A5 
size, this means you can print time will be four times quicker than printing an A3 
image.  The cost of purchasing the printer was £329.99. It has a very good print 
resolution of 5760 x 1440 dpi, which is suburb image quality. Plus new cartridges are 
cheap at only £34.95 for the full set of 8 inks, and a pack of 500 sheets of A3 paper 
costs £8.49. 
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So the cost of owner ship for the Epson R1800 colour printer works out to be just 
less than £0.37. As 100 A3 colour pages at 20% ink coverage will last a set of ink 
cartridges, which works out that it costs just less than £0.37 to print one A3 sheets. 
ñRefreshò as a company will not be printing more than 15 of the same poster, for all 
of the shops. Itôs very unlikely you would find a printing company that will print a 
poster on that scale. For ñRefreshò to print 15 posters it would cost them just under 
£5.50.  
 
III) Map 
 
There will be two versions of the map produced, as the size of the map for the 
website will have to be smaller than the file size for the map for the leaflet. File size 
is linked heavily to load time of websites, but that does not apply to the map for 
leaflet as itôs a hard copy, so the map quality can be the best. The target audience 
often get frustrated with the website if the load time is not quick enough and they will 
just simply move on to the next website, which means the client is potentially loosing 
out on business.  
 
The image size for the map is restricted for the map on the leaflet as it has to be kept 
within the boarders of the A5 page. This means the resolution can be reduced as itôs 
only been seen at one size. With the map on the website, you will need it at a much 
higher resolution simply because you can have the map as large as the web browser 
will allow.   
 
The company ñRefreshò has specified that the map has to be both applicable to be 
placed on a website and also be placed in a leaflet. The target audience varies for 
both the map image on the website and the map in the leaflet, as the map in the 
leaflet targets local individuals, because the leaflets will be placed though local doors 
in close proximity. However the map on the website will be targeting a much larger 
audience as any individual in the world can log on to the ñRefreshò website.  
 
Itôs important to in keep the map with the house style colours that will be used for the 
poster and the logo.  
 
The production cost for the map is going to be relatively mid range as to produce the 
map to a high professional standard will take up to a maximum of 5 hours, this would 
included having images saved in the correct format for the website and for the 
leaflet. 
 
ñRefreshò will be printing leaflets on a much bigger scale than they will be printing 
Posters up to 500 copies at a time, cost per print of the leaflet keeping it in house 
would be just over £0.10 the cost of printing of 500 copies would be £50.80. 
However if you asked a professional printing company they would be able to print 
500 single sided A5 leaflets for £52.68, there is not a lot of difference by keeping the 
job in house. One consideration to make is that itôs going to take time for you to 
monitor the printing in process, which ultimately leads to increased costs. All the cost 
for keeping the printing job within house are a rough estimate the price could either 
rise or drop depending upon a large number of different variants.  
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Over view  
 
Production cost of the three items will range depending on the brief and if the client 
is happy with the design. If the timescale quoted for the job is large, then there is a 
chance that the costs will be large because of there is a direct correlation between 
the time scale and production cost.  
 
The client will often ask the designer to produce the items within a particular time 
scale, then the designer will work try and produce a draft version of the work, and if 
the client is happy the designer will then go ahead and produce the final copy, there 
may be an added charge for the changes made by the designer, but this depends on 
the contract decided between the designer and the client. 
 

Task 2  
 
 Logo 
 
When it came to creating the logo, I created the image as vector image using Corel 
draw X 4. The logo was designed to the brief set by the client, however to get 
inspiration I looked into what other companies have produced for vector logos. 
 
Using the Text Tool 
 
 
 

I added the text by using the text 
tool found on the tool bar on the 
left hand side of the application. 

The font type and text size can be selected 
from the tool bar on the tool bar at the top of 
the application when the text tool is selected. 
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I added the text by using the text 
tool found on the tool bar on the 
left hand side of the application. 
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Using the paint brush, that appears after selecting what 
object type you want to use. With the paint brush draw 
the shape you want the area to cover. 

I added the shape under my text 
by using the Artist Media Tool 
found on the tool bar on the left 
hand side of the application. 

Different shapes and size can be selected 
from the tool bar at the top of the application 
when the Artistic Media Tool is selected. 

A number of different shapes and objects 
come built in with the coral application.  
 
The shape/object I used in my logo. 
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Logo Review 
 
The reason I used Coral Draw X4 to produce my logo is that itôs a very easy program 
to get use to, and understand how to use. Although the logo looks smart, I only used 
two features within the software, the text tool and Artist Media Tool which allows 
creating a number of different shapes that are built in to the program.  
 
The file format I used when I produced the ñRefreshò logo was the coral draw vector 
image format, however when moving the image on to the Poster and the Map which I 
produced in Adobe Photoshop, I had to save another copy of the logo as an Adobe 
Illustrator file, and then open it up with Photoshop and import it into the poster.  I 
have to create the logo so it will appear at the lowest resolution (800 x 600) which 
means it will be support by all higher resolutions. The website will be designed and 
manufactured at the lowest resolution so the website is accessible to all internet 
users. 
 
Saving the logo as a WMF file format will mean that the logo will load extremely 
quickly as the file size is less than 7Kb, however the image when itôs saved in a Jpeg 
format the file size is over double 18Kb. 
 
I proofed the logo by printing it out in at a number of different image sizes, checked if 
the entire colours work well together, and that it looks good along with making sure 
the text is easy and understandable to read. Once I was happy with in myself I 
showed the client and waited for feed back.  
 

Final copy of the logo.  
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As a designer I went through a number of different designs for the logo before I 
finalised it, as the client likes proof the design before itôs made as the final logo, the 
client looked though all the proofed logos and selected the most suitable for his 
needs.  
 
The client only specified in the brief that there is only a new logo is necessary for the 
chain of shops. This means the client may have varying ideas what the final logo   
will look like. So I designed four logos for the client to choose from.

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Poster 
 
When it came to creating the poster, I created the main body within Adobe 
Photoshop 7, and imported the vector logo from Corel draw X 4. I took a large 
number of photographs of different products that the company specified they would 
like to advertise. Taking note of my brief I edited relevant photographs and merge 
them together, I produced a number of different versions of the poster until the 
company was satisfied with my final copy. 
 
 
Using the Magnetic Lasso and Using the Quick Mask Tool 
 
I opened my first photograph of an ñAero Easter Eggò along with a bottle of ñJack 
Danielsò and a box of ñGrolschò Beer. I used the magnetic lasso along with the quick 
mask tool and followed the same procedure though out. 
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I used the magnetic lasso tool with all three images 
that Iôm going to use with my poster.  The magnetic 
lasso tool is very useful as it works by grouping itself 
to colours on the image of a particular spectrum. The 
magnetic lasso tool is only a rough tool. It is 
recommended that you use the quick mask tool to 
make any imperfections perfect.  

This is the magnetic lasso tool this is rather useful as 
it roughly helps select the image you desire. 
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This is the button for selecting the 
quick mask tool. 

The area selected in red is everything that isnôt 
contained within the selection made using the 
magnetic lasso tool. In the image you can see 
many imperfections around the ñAeroò Easter egg 
box.  To get rid of these select the erase tool. 
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This is the image of the 
ñAeroò Easter egg box 
zoomed in at 200%.  

This is the erase tool this can either increase or decrease the 
area of red on the image. If wanting to increase the area of 
red you have the white on top and the black below on the 
pallet and vice versa if you want to decrease the area of red 
on the image.

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Once finished editing the area click 
quick mask tool again and it will produce 
the image selected with the magnetic 
lasso tool. 

You can now see there is a much better 
improvement than when I first used the 
magnetic lasso tool.  
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Then I opened a new canvas so I can drag 
the selected image in the magnetic lasso 
from the previous canvas to the new 
canvas. 

The selected area in the magnetic lasso 
being dragged across from the previous 
canvas to the new canvas. 
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The Burn Tool  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

This is the burn tool in action, you can see it 
adds much needed contrast to the image, 
and makes it look more realistic. 

The burn tool is used to darken faded image 
within a photograph or an image. Hold down 
the left mouse button over this button and 
select the burn tool from the list of three.  
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The final edited image of the ñAeroò Easter 
egg.  This is now ready to be added to the 
poster. 
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Different Layers 

This ñAeroò Easter egg 
creates a new layer to the 
poster when added. 

Every item that is on the poster is recognised as a different layer. For each 
layer you have a number of options. 

All images created in Adobe 
Photoshop are built up of 
layers. The layers at the bottom 
of the list can be covered by 
layers higher on the list. It is 
possible to reorder the layers so 
that the certain layer you want 
to show is not covered; this is 
done simply by moving it up the 
list past the layer which is 
covering it.

Review of Poster 
 
The final edition of my poster I saved as both a PSD format and Jpeg format, this is 
because when it comes to printing the poster, the Jpeg format is more universal with 
other program on the computer to print and is transferable to computers that do not 
have a copy of Adobe Photoshop installed, in other words if you save the image as a 
PSD format file, the image has to be reopened within Photoshop to print it. The 
resolution of the poster will not greatly matter as itôs not going to be either be 
appearing on the website or on any computer screens. 
 
The software I used for creating my poster was Adobe Photoshop 7.0 as itôs a 
brilliant piece of software that allows you to edit different images and incorporate 
them together. I started by using the ñMagnetic Lasso Toolò in conjunction with the 
ñQuick Mask Toolò to edit and remove parts of the images that I didnôt wish to be 
there. The reason for using the ñMagnetic Lasso Toolò is that it saves time as the 
magnetic lasso tool works by selecting itself to colours on the image which is more 
accurate than just using the lasso tool. The ñQuick Mask Toolò I used to smarten up 
the edges, just to make sure there were no bits that I missed or took out by accident 
using the ñMagnetic Lasso Toolò. Then I imported all the images of the products on 
to a new A3 Canvas, using the laying technique I overlaid the images on top of one 
another to create a good display. After I added all the images I imported the logo, 
along with adding prices in clear green text. I chose to use a clear text so it is 
readable and using green is in keeping with the house style of the company. 
 
I proofed the poster by printing a copy; this is a good way of proofing as printing the 
poster on an inkjet printer may lead to slightly different colour contrasts from the 
image that appears on the screen and the image on the paper. Proofing the poster to 
the client to get feedback on his opinion and what he thinks. 
 
The client did not specify in the brief what products and at what prices he wished the 
poster to display along with the text, colour, and layout style of the poster. Me as the 
designer has to tailor the poster to a poor brief, often as the designer I would make 
contact with the client.  
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Map 
 
Iôm going to import a map using a scanner, that I can then edit and then place the 
ñRefreshò stores location on.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 I opened the scanner 

toolbox; the toolbox is 
configured to directly import 
the image from the scanner 
into Adobe Photoshop. 
Once clicking the ñscan-1ò 
button another window will 
open with a large number of 
settings to choose from. 
The only option I changed 
was the image quality from 
ñ300 dpiò to ñ600 dpiò. Then 
click the scan button.
